 Problem Gambling and Alcohol and Other Drugs – Combo or Lucky dip 

Brenda-Lee Denniston, Diane Mowat and Selina Elkington, Nga Kete Matauranga 
Addiction services: screen for gambling as part of AOD screen.  Work with individual and family 
members.  Youth worker works with 12 – 18 year olds.  Gambling Services: patterns that emerge 
hidden and often accompanied by deceitful behaviour.  People seen to get hooked in by a win.  
Self-bans part of therapeutic approach.  Working towards a blanket ban approach for Southland 
rather than having to approach each venue.  Individual can be fined $500 and venue also fined.  
People are often very ashamed and only seek treatment when they have lost everything – limited 
opportunities for brief interventions.  8 ball screen.  Questions and Answers.
